


MHS ATHLETIC BOOSTER MEETING MINUTES

Welcome:  Cindy Flint and Cyndee Cannon presided.

· Approved:  January 5, 2009 meeting minutes.

New Business:  Cindy Flint reported.

· The newly approved bylaws created the board position of Coaches Representative.  This appointed coach will act as the liaison between the McLean coaching staff and the MHS Athletic Boosters and will be the “collective coach’s voice” on the MHS Athletic Booster Board.  We would like to thank George Lodge, Rich Eyerly, Mike Anderson, and John Thomas.  They were all great choices.  The rose has been pinned on Coach Thomas.  He is doing graduate work and will miss the next few meetings but will usher us through the summer months into fall.  We will officially thank the others who volunteered.
· The baseball team has a capital improvement request.  Carol Payne, baseball booster representative, presented the request for an additional set of bleachers for the home side of the stadium. They request $9,500 for eight rows of seating by 27 feet long or $7000 for 5/6 rows also 27 feet long.  The aluminum seating has fencing along the back for safety, an aisle with handrail, is of high quality, and movable if the future warrants it.  Tom Herman is providing the funds for the concrete pad. The team would like to have the new bleachers in time for a tournament in April.  Order time is 4-5 weeks, plus assembly.  Thus discussions or concerns regarding this purchase should be immediately directed to Cindy Flint at flintmp@verizon.net or Cyndee Cannon at cyndeecannon@juno.com as a decision is requested by Monday, February 9th.  It should be noted that the Baseball team with John Thomas as coach has raised funds these past three years to greatly improve their field and training facilities.  These include: $8,400 batting cage, $4,100 portable batting cage bubble, $6,000 half payment of Bermuda grass field (DSA provided other half), $10,600 home plate halo, $2,100 outfield wind screen, plus new equipment, and uniforms.  They are one of the most active parent groups for Boosters and are determined, successful fundraisers.  There is a need for the new bleachers and the price seems reasonable.  Immediate feedback regarding this proposal is requested. 
Old Business:  Cyndee Cannon reported.  

· Brick Sales are ongoing with the order deadline of February 15th to guarantee placement by June in time for graduation.  They make excellent gifts for coaches, graduating seniors, and teachers.
·  Initial drawings of the Volunteer Garden are complete.  Steve Stotler is presenting them to the board and we will bring them to the next general meeting.  Hopefully it will be in this spring.

· The Sports Award Banquet is the first Monday in June.  Each varsity team needs to send one representative to the planning committee meeting.  The planning of this event is now the responsibility of the MHS Athletic Boosters with the retiring of Demby Branbury. This is the first call for volunteers and more will be needed when we get closer to run the event.

· Winter season is winding down and teams proceeding to district and regional competitions.  See Pipenotes and MHS Activities website for game times and locations.

· Proposal to change the school start and dismissal times for Fairfax County.  This public initiative will have a tremendous effect on sports programs and how we do things.  McLean would dismiss students at 3:35pm under the proposed time.  Practices would start at 4pm.  Conflict with swim/dive over usage of pool from 3:30 to 5pm.  Only one practice rectangular field is lit, thus practices would run into dark.  Also issues using Middle School facilities as those students would be released later and thus facilities not available until then.  Also Marshall would start at a different time, thus effecting academy times.  Concerned parents can attend dialogue meetings, listed on the fcps website, and complete the survey mentioned below.
