What is the purpose of the award?

To recognize coaches who give generously of their time and show outstanding service in their respective sport.
Who is eligible to be nominated?


Any McLean High School coach of an athletic team in the Fall, Winter or Spring seasons can be considered for nomination.

What is outstanding service?

1.  To support academic success of their athletes.

2.  To build a partnership with the athletes’ parents to enhance their program.

3.  To work successfully with their athletes and develop a winning spirit.
4.  To promote healthy competition through example on and off the field.

5.  To provide a safe and healthy environment on and off the field.

6.  To provide leadership in a fair and equal manner.

7.  To successfully teach and develop the fundamentals of their sport.

8.  To create a positive avenue of communication with the athletes

9.  To show responsibility and give direction for financial support of their sport.

          10.  To financially manage their sport in an efficient manner.
          11.  To uphold honesty, fairness, and sportsmanship-like conduct in their athletes.

What are direct ways that these criteria may be achieved?

· Continued personal education of sport

The three required phases for the Dolan Award are:
1.  Nominations must be made by, and no later than, May 15th by an Athletic Boosters Club member or school administrator.  Only one nomination letter per athletic team will be accepted.  The nominations must be made in writing using a form, provided by the Boosters Club, following the criteria of outstanding service for the Dolan Award.  The Athletic Booster Board of Directors will narrow the slate to a maximum of 3 nominations.
2.  The final decision of the Dolan Award will be made by the McLean High School Principal, the Activities Director, and the Assistant Activities Director.
3.  The Dolan Award will be presented at the McLean High School Awards  Ceremony at the end of the year.  With this honor the recipient will receive an engraved gift along with a monetary award of $500.00.  Additionally, the coach’s name will be added to the “Living Plaque” to be displayed in the athletic display case.
