Welcome:  Cindy Flint presided.

· Welcomed John Thomas, liaison between Booster board and MHS coaches.  Recognized Dana Hecht, new Membership chair person of Boosters.  Thanked Melody and Mark Dickson (not present) for many years of service.   Claire Dutrow introduced as new Secretary of Booster Board.

· Thank you to everybody on teams, representatives, board members, and Tom Herman.  Special thank you to Cyndee Cannon.

· Still seeking someone (could be two people) to fill the position of President of Boosters for next year.

· Approved:  March 30, 2009 meeting minutes.

New Business:  Cindy Flint reported.

· The Board met, prior to this meeting, and approved a stipend of $395 to send David Lee, trainer, to Michigan State for a clinic on spinal injuries.  He will reimburse Boosters for plane fare and hotel expenses from the proceeds of fundraising - MHS Physical Night on May 27th.
· David Lee also presented a request to purchase for $1750 a refurbished Game Day compression ice module with a 6 month guarantee for the training room.  The unit would include ankle, knee, shoulder, and elbow bladders.  Most visits after school from athletes involve swelling management from injuries.  This machine increases the benefits of icing while condensing the amount of time.  The Board asked to review it for a few days and then respond.  Members present responded very favorable to the machines benefits as a continuous flow of cold water speeded healing of many injuries.  A vote was taken and $1000 was approved towards purchase of a refurbished module.
· Rick Eyerly, MHS Golf coach, is starting a McLean Golf Club.  Membership in the club will cost $30 ($18 to join USGA and log onto website and post scores – $12 to fundraising) and will allow members to have a much needed handicap when playing in tournaments.  Once ten scores are posted, a handicap is established.  This opportunity will be offered to faculty, staff, members of the community, and student.  Forms to join will be posted on the Booster website with a note on the Booster homepage.
· Cyndee Cannon announced that our annual Golf Tournament will be Friday, October 23rd.  Flyers promoting the event will be available at the Sports Award Ceremony.  Hole sponsors, major sponsors, and foursomes are needed to make this a success.  Please get the word out to your team and parents.

Old Business:  Cindy Flint reported.
· The Volunteer Garden commemorating Demby Branbury’s name is located in the terraced garden by the track.  The dedication of is yet to be determined.  Anyone with ideas as to how best to do this is asked to contact Cindy Flint.  A plaque is on order and will be secured on timbers in the landscaping.

· Thank you in advance to the committee for the Sports Award Ceremony.  The speaker will be Ed Tapscott, whose daughter is a goalie on Girls Soccer.  He is associated with the Washington Wizards and has the ability to speak inspirationally to our student athletes.  Coach Eyerly and Coach Thomas will assist in locating a good cadre of JV parents and players to help with check in, food service, and clean up that evening.  A request is made for all JV teams to make avail two volunteers to help at the event.  A volunteer to act as our mascot is also needed.
· Invitations to the Sports Award Ceremony will be mailed home within a few days.  Information will also be in Pipenotes and KIT.  Extra invitations can be found in the DSA’s office with Kathy Veoni.  We tried to link payment for this event with Pay4SchoolStuffOnline as previously mentioned.  We didn’t receive the user agreement in time to test the program.  RSVPs for the dinner and ceremony will be done via mailing or hand delivering them to the DSA’s office.  All Varsity athletes and coaches are free.  Guests are asked to pay $15 in advance.  The deadline for RSVP is May 18th for planning purposes.  Invitations will also be sent electronically to all reps and coaches.
· To date we have received only a few nominations for the Dolan Award.  Nominations for our yearly coach’s award are on our website.  Deadline for submission is May 15th to Tom Herman. 

 Treasurer’s Report:  Joe Fitzgerald reported.
· Boosters has about $79K is their account and made about $2K in April.  Game Day payments, $8900, plus $23K for the new Bermuda fields have not been paid yet.  To date, Membership has raised $32K and Snack bar $14K.  
· Joe is filing the Boosters taxes for the first time.  The IRS provides a 75 page manual to nonprofits with instructions.

Membership:  Cindy Flint reported.

· Dana Hecht will take over the position beginning July 1.  No new memberships at present.
Snack Bar:  Suzanne Romness reported.

· The County will be training MHS Boosters for snack bar certification.  Please be responsive to our request to train a few people from each team at the scheduled date and time.
DSA Report:  Tom Herman reported.

· The Dolan Award does not specify a Varsity coach, but the criteria suggest it.  However, a JV coach could be nominated.

· Gymnastics has been reinstated for the 2009-2010 school year countywide.  MHS is now currently searching for a coach.

· FYI:  Loudon County is now charging $100 per kid for each sport they participate in.

· McLean is having the best spring season in recent sports history.  We have four teams in 1st place.  Coach Thomas has the #1 seed and Baseball is automatically in the semifinal round.  They will host a game in the Regional tournament.  Girls Softball is also in 1st place, but will need to win its last two games.  They are Top 10 in the Digital Sports Network.  Girls and Boys Soccer are also in 1st place.  Boys Soccer will have home games in Regional’s and Districts.  Girls Soccer is in a 3way tie for 1st place.  The Lacrosse team has an improved season with all district honors.  Both tennis teams are competitive.  Track has a meet this Wednesday and will host a freshmen meet on Friday.  Districts are the following week. Crew will row in the State tournament this weekend and is expected to do well.

· Physical night is May 27th.   Appointment times and forms are on the website.

· Snack bar will be open during regional tournaments and will need staffing (soccer next Monday/softball next Wednesday).  Due to the rain, the tennis tournament has been rescheduled and if the rain continues on May 5th it will proceed indoors.
· Bermuda grass installation on the practice field will begin next week.  The grass should be ready for football in August.  Please assist us in keeping people off of it.

· We are losing Longfellow MS as a practice field for Lacrosse next year.  The Park Authority is loosening the schedule on its turf fields and we have hopes that Lewinsville will be their new practice site.

· If the rain continues and games continue to be cancelled before tournaments, Districts may move back.  Games need to be played before Districts and Saturday will be used as a make-up date.  Games are usually cancelled before the school day ends.  We will play all games if possible.  We will play if the field is wet, but it must be safe.
