*New county $100 Athletic fee. This money goes directly to help fund the
County Budget.  The Athletic office will receive
       rosters from each Coach to be sent on to the County.  The County
will send a bill to each family.  No money will be collected
by Coaches or the School.  This fee does not guarantee playing time.  If you
qualify for Free or Reduced Lunches you can
also receive a waiver for this fee (you must fill out the appropriate forms
through the county).
           * New  Athletic Trainer  - Phil McGinnis and new Girls Lacrosse
Coach - Alex Velesz (Longfellow Teacher, GMU Graduate and JV Coach at
Woodson last year)
           * Budget - anticipated expenses this year of $105,000 with

$66,500 in revenues.  Will need @ $40,000 from Boosters.  Last
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years Spring Gate receipts came in over $5,000 more than anticipated.  This
was due to good weather and strong teams.
           * Stadium Entrance should be in by the end of the football
season.  Design changes caused some delays, but things should
               move quickly since the contract is through Long Fence which
is the county supplier.

New Committee Turf Field Initiative:  WE NEED VOLUNTEERS
.       Turf Field Initiative
o       We are in the process of obtaining a turf field for the Fall of 2011
o       The McLean HS Boosters Executive Board agree to finance up to
$300,000 with a loan for a term of not less than 10 years Committee will
need to coordinate with sponsors, community partners and lending
institutions to make the fields a reality.
o       Option 1: Field is estimated to cost $750,000 with $100,000 coming
from the County and $350,000 from McLean Youth Soccer.  Loan payments and
required county maintenance charges will mean an additional $45,000-55,000
in fundraising requirements annually; not including savings from current
field maintenance costs(@ $25,000)  or increase in revenue from future use.
o       Option 2: 2 Fields with Parks and Recreation joining group. Booster
Costs expected to stay about the same.
o       Discussion regarding safety and injuries with a turf field - Phil
McGinnis, our new Athletic Trainer, did his Masters Thesis on the subject
and reported that there was no difference in injuries between Turf &
Bermuda.  With a turf field weather does not effect playability, there are
no pot holes and turf fields have improved over the last 5 years.  Jennifer
also noted that it is better for the environment regarding water, irrigation
and pesticides.
