President Cyndee Cannon:Oct minutes approved. 

Jennifer Bargerstock announced as Co-President. Volunteers did great job at Homecoming/Langley games 

· Will explore Boosters purchasing own lighting for parking lot, as Gary Bell has been donating the use of his for Booster Events up to this point. 

· Due to the success in attendance at the Langley game, there was unfortunately illegal parking on the practice fields.  Problem is that this is where the new Bermuda Grass was installed with Booster Funding.  Tom Herman, Activities Director is going to explore how to secure field with some locked gates. 

· Cyndee thanked Golf Tournament volunteers:  Jennifer Bargerstock, Kathy Veoni, Jean Sullivan, Tom Herman, George Lodge, Mr. and Mrs. Eyerly. 

· Reminded advantage of being on the email alert system of your team.  Sign up for system through form on McLean Activities webpage (found through the McLean High School Webpage) and select the teams for which you wish to be informed. 

· Powder puff game on 11/11.  Entrance fees of two cans of food or $5 is being coordinated by SGA.  If volunteers can be located, apparel may be sold. 

· Next Booster event, Holiday Bazaar on December 12th, 9-3 p.m.  Boosters will staff a snack bar for the event, as well as an apparel table.  All teams will need to volunteer for both of these Booster responsibilities.                   

Membership-Dana Hecht:  Total received for Membership now at $33,000 ($2,000 above last year).  Teams are asked to try and have Booster forms available at all of their individual team events (End of Season Celebrations, etc.).  Brick order forms that are in by December are expected to have the bricks installed by the spring)  

Treasurer:  Joe Fitzgerald not at meeting, but his reports were reviewed.  (attached to minutes)  

(a) Snack Bar-Suzanne Romness:  Total net sales at over $6,000.  Discussed improvements for snack bar needed because of increased number of customers at games: 1- New urns to hold larger amounts of water, or perhaps have separate urns devoted to hot chocolate, coffee, and water for tea and dry soup packets; 2- have a table outside devoted to items not related to food preparation (candy/sodas); 3- devote smaller window to specific items (popcorn/candy/soda) which would mean separate lines for distinct products; 4-have food distributed outside from serving trays to keep food warm and/or fresh.  Other items related to snack bar include looking for different ways to improve staffing (along with the fall sports teams having assigned nights to run helping with the snack bar, we will have more involvement from the football team) and new trash cans to deal with large amount of refuse and concern that a lot of trash is not making it into the trash cans. 

(b) Public Relations-Nancy Reller:  Winter coaches will be contacted with information on how to report results to local papers.  Teams need to only have one person per team send in reports (either coach or parent).  She has also done a great deal of publicity for the Holiday Bazaar. 

Apparel-Mary Katherine Overby/Patti Spulak: Sales continue to occur and have surpassed total sales from last year. 

Activities Director-Tom Herman:

        Reviewed successes of fall teams:  Cross Country placed 5th in District; Field Hockey advanced to Regionals, won the Rotary Cup (victory over Langley) for the second year in a row and had District Player of the year in Kaityln Baker; Football had the best record in the 29 years that Tom has been at the school, including highlights of winning the Rotary Cup  and having tied for the greatest turnaround in win/loss record in Virginia High School history. 

        Winter Sports will begin on 11/16, with the Winter parent meeting on 11/23.

        New Hires include Girls Soccer, Coach Tiffany Washington, was an assistant at Woodbridge High School; played Division I at Robert Morris; Kim Carter, will be  coming on as an assistant coach, with specific goalie experience;  JV Boy’s Soccer Coach has also been hired.

        Budget: There continues to be a problem of the $174 deficit in funding from the county; Athletics is expected to have a 10% cut in funding; Overall budget may benefit if a fee of $100 per student per sport is instituted, but the fees will not directly benefit athletic programs.  There is also discussion of cutting out all Freshman sports (football; volleyball; girl/boys basketball; cheer) as well as  entire sports that do not have facilities (swim/dive; golf; winter cheer; indoor track);  If parents would like to participate in public hearings, look for dates on FCPS website; Boosters will also be drafting a sample letter that will be made available for parents to send to legislators.

        Golf tournament:  Tom extended his thanks to the work and leadership of Cyndee Cannon; Tournament raised $14,500; plans for next year include having a bigger committee, to allow pursuit of more sponsors; discussion of shifting date to see if this will allow committee more time to get Booster members more involved; pros and cons of shifting date can be discussed by new committee.

        School, with the assistance of funding from SGA will be providing two school buses to take students to playoff game at Lee High School. 

Holiday Bazaar-Linda Restig:  Vendors at Bazaar will be providing 20-50% of their profits back to Boosters or a team/club that is specifically designated by the vendor.  Music will be provided by McLean students.  Sweepstakes winners announced at 2:30.  Band will also have some fruit available and will be distributing fruit from their pre-sales. 

Wrestling:  Announced event on December 18 and 19; will have hospitality room for coaches and referees; are exploring with Boosters possibility of opening snack bar, as this is one of their few home events.
